 Local Racer Competes for National Spotlight in Upcoming Off-Road Race 
National dirt bike and ATV race coming to Washington
Washington, Ga. (DATE)  -- (Name your hometown) resident (your name) will compete with the best off-road racers in the world on March 7. The (your age)-year-old dirt bike racer will race in the General GNCC, round two of the 13-stop Can-Am Grand National Cross Country Series. The race takes place at the Aonia Pass motocross complex in Wilkes County between Athens and Augusta off of highway 78. As the only stop the national tour makes in Georgia, the event marks local racers’ best chance to gain national attention. 


More than 1,500 racers are expected to compete over the weekend, as the event includes four-wheeled ATV racing on Saturday and dirt bikes on Sunday. Classes range from riders as young as six and as old as the 58-plus division.


“We expect racers from all over the world to compete in Georgia,” said GNCC Trail Boss Jeff Russell. “The TV crew will be there, the sponsors will be there, the press will be there. There’s a lot of competition and pressure, but a local rider will definitely feel more comfortable on this terrain.”

 The top of the GNCC pro class features some of the world’s best riders.  Last year’s series’ champion is Paul Whibley from New Zealand who is now riding on the Am-Pro Yamaha team.In addition, top riders from Australia, Great Britain and all over the U.S. will compete. Riders will start together in an open field, and then rush into trails consisting of trees, mud, jumps and motocross. There’s a point where determination can overcome equipment. Spectator passes run $15 for the weekend. Access to the pro pit area is included. Free pro autograph sessions begin at 11:30 a.m. on race days. Children six and under are admitted free. On the Saturday ATV and Sunday dirt bike race days, youth racers race at 8 a.m., beginners race at 10 a.m., and the top amateurs and the pros race at 1 p.m. 


To get to the track, from Atlanta, take Interstate 20 east to exit #160 (highway 223 Norwood Exit). Go left and travel on highway 223 until it dead-ends with highway 78 (roughly 12-15 miles). Turn right on highway 78. The General GNCC is 2.5 miles down on your right (look for the big Aonia Pass Motoplex sign).
