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 Local Racer Competes for National Spotlight in Upcoming Off-Road Race 
National ATV and dirt bike race coming to Somerset

Somerset, Pa. (DATE) - (Name your hometown) resident (your name) will compete with the best off-road racers in the world on May 22. The (your age)-year-old ATV racer will race at the Mountain Ridge GNCC, round seven of the 13-stop Can-Am Grand National Cross Country Series. The race takes place at the Mountain Ridge ATV trails resort, located in Reels Corner on Route 160, 20 minutes from the Somerset Exit 110 off the Pennsylvania Turnpike.  As the only stop the tour makes in Pennsylvania, the event marks local racers’ best chance to gain national attention. 


More than 1,500 racers are expected to compete over the weekend, as the event includes four-wheeled ATV racing on Saturday and dirt bikes on Sunday. Classes range from riders as young as six and as old as the 50-plus division.


“We expect racers from all over the world to compete in Pennsylvania,” said GNCC Trail Boss Jeff Russell. “The TV crew will be there, the sponsors will be there, the press will be there. There’s a lot of competition and pressure, but a local rider will definitely feel more comfortable on this terrain.”

The top of the GNCC pro class features some of the world’s best riders. The series’ champion is Chris Borich, who makes a living racing with factory Suzuki team. But the tough Pennsylvania terrain makes for a great equalizer. Riders will start together in an open field, and then rush into trails consisting of trees, mud, ruts, rocks and jumps. The course features a spectator point nicknamed Rockin’ Randy, which includes the biggest boulders and rocks on the circuit. There’s a point where determination can overcome equipment. Fitness, too, is a major factor in these endurance races.

Spectator passes run $15 for the weekend. Access to the pro pit area is included. Free pro autograph sessions begin at 11:30 a.m. on race days. Children six and under are admitted free. On the Saturday ATV and Sunday dirt bike race days, youth racers race at 8 a.m., beginners race at 10 a.m., and the top amateurs and the pros race at 1 p.m. 

The race takes place at the Mountain Ridge ATV trails resort, located in Reels Corner on Route 160 just 20 minutes from both the Somerset Exit 110 and the Bedford Exit 145 off the Pennsylvania Turnpike. From Somerset, follow Route 281 North to Route 30 then take Route 30 East to Reels Corner and follow Route 160 South. From Bedford follow Route 30 West to Reels Corner and follow Route 160 South.
