 Local Racer Competes for National Spotlight in Upcoming Off-Road Race 
National dirt bike and ATV race coming to Loretta Lynn’s Ranch

“We expect racers from all over the world to compete at the Titan,” said GNCC Trail Boss Jeff Russell. “The TV crew will be there, the sponsors will be there, the press will be there. There’s a lot of competition and pressure, but a local rider will definitely feel more comfortable on this terrain.”

On the Saturday ATV and Sunday dirt bike race days, youth racers race at 8 a.m., beginners race at 10 a.m., and the top amateurs and the pros race at 1 p.m. 


To get to the track from Interstate 65, take exit 117. Take Hwy 52 east 20 miles through Portland and Westmoreland, then a left on Leath Branch Rd straight across Old Hwy 52. Leath Branch becomes Rocky Mound Rd. 3 miles to track on left.
